Student Dress Code
The Department of Education requires that public schools have a dress code. It is the school policy that
students are required to always wear the school uniform, including at school excursions.

Navy Hat (Bucket/ Wide Brim). Hats may be purchased which are
reversible to also show the student’s faction colour.

e Year 6 students — Leavers Shirts and Leavers Jumpers

Socks and Shoes
e Students are encouraged to wear plain coloured socks or sports
socks.
e Appropriate footwear must be worn. Students will be participating in
regular physical activity, so sports sneakers are the most appropriate footwear

Faction Shirts

Students may wear their school faction shirts on any day of the week, however, they are encouraged to do so
on the day of their Physical Education lesson. Faction shirts should be worn at faction cross country and
athletics carnivals.

Jewellery
e Excessive jewellery is not to be worn at school. This includes bangles, dangling earrings or any item of
that nature.
e Items of jewellery that students are allowed to wear are sleepers and stud earrings and cultural bangles.

Hair and make-up
¢ Hair below the shoulders must be tied up neatly.
e Make-up is not to be worn at any time.

Restricted clothing
The following are specifically banned from school for various reasons, mostly due to safety and restrictions of
movement:

¢ Anydenim (as per Department of Education Policy)

¢ Dangling earrings or excessive jewellery

e Thongs/ Slide on shoes

Sanctions
If a student does not comply with the school dress code the following will apply:
e The classroom teacher will discuss the school dress code with the student.
e The classroom teacher will contact parents to discuss.
e Ifthe issue is not resolved, the matter will be referred to Principal or Deputy Principal.
